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Located in the south-central area of the main island of Okinawa, Ginowan city is an important transportation hub connecting the central and northern parts of the island. With National Highway
58, National Highway 330, Prefectural Road Ginowan-Kitanakagusuku Line, and Prefectural Road 34, there is easy access to the Okinawa Expressway interchange. Accessibility has
improved in recent years. The western part of the city has a concentration of tourist resources, including the Okinawa Convention Center, Ginowan Port Marina, and Tropical Beach. Lined
with large commercial facilities and resort hotels, it continues to develop as one of the leading urban resort areas in the prefecture. The Ginowan Bayside Information Center; a complex
facility for the development of the information industry, is also located in this area to support corporate interaction and corporate development. We are also working on the development of
new specialty products and are focused on creating and communicating the attractiveness of the area through further effective utilization of local resources. Meanwhile, concerning base
issues, we are continuing our efforts for the early return of the base lands and are promoting efforts such as the formulation of a site utilization plan for land development once the lands have
been returned.
