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In order for the citizens of Ginowan to continue to lead healthy and secure lives in their home region, it is important to
achieve a system of welfare based on mutual support within the community ( “chuisheejee” in Okinawan dialect).
Therefore we are working to consolidate and enhance our health and welfare services to enable every citizen, whether
young or old, male or female, to lead healthy, peaceful, and independent lives. In addition to providing welfare services, we
recognize the importance of managing the risks of crime, and natural and man-made disasters. Therefore, our regional
development also focuses on responses to natural disasters, such as typhoons and earthquakes, crime prevention, and road
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
