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Agriculture and promotion unique to urban areas
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The majority of the city is urbanized with farmland areas holding
very little acreage. As a result, distinctive farming practices such as
planting a small number of multiple crops and selling freshly picked
vegetables directly to the public have become common.

Taimo (taro potato), which is cultivated by taking advantage of the
abundant spring water in the Oyama area, has long been used for
sweets and traditional dishes and is an important agricultural product
of the city.

In addition to developing new specialty products, we are also
working to support the rice field farmers with an aim to create a city
where the various functions of urban agriculture can be realized.
