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Various events are held in Ginowan City; such as the Hagoromo Festival. The largest festival held in the city. This festival is based on !
the concept of the Hagoromo legend of the river of forests which has been passed down in Ginowan, and the Ryukyu Kaien Festival. It
offers a collaboration of 10,000 large fireworks, music and is famous for being the earliest summer fireworks festival in Japan. Traditional
festivals such as Shishimai (lion dance) and tug of war held in Ojana and Futenma are still carried on today. Citizens unite to make the
festivals exciting.

This is the city's largest event held every fall and is counted as one of the
leading festivals in the prefecture. Named after the "legend of Hagoromo," a
river in the forest, the "Hagoromo Festival' is based on the concept of "a
festival to watch a festival to participate in." The centerpiece event, the
Hagoromo Kachashii Festival, in which several thousand people of all ages
perform, is a spectacle to behold and is so powerful that it engulfs all who see
it. The festival also features a variety of events, such as a music festival in
which the stage and the venue become one. Also, there is a fireworks festival
where a powerful one-shaku-dama (one meter high ball) is shot off. This
festival attracts approximately 150,000 visitors over the two days in which it is

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Ginowan City Industry Festival
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Held annually around November, this event brings together agriculture, forestry,

fisheries, commerce, and other industries to hold product fairs, exhibitions, and
sales events. The festival has established itself as a festival closely connected to
citizens as a place to introduce a wide range of specialty products and attracts
many visitors every year. It also includes food tasting, using the city's specialty,
taimo (taro potato), and "fish-catching competitions" for the children.
